The leadership development course, or óLeadershipô, is a unique exciting 
adventure.  

 
Leadership is a one-of-a-kind experience, for pioneers, held during the 

September school holidays.    Pioneers and young leaders are invited on the 
course to develop their own skills and character, deepen their personal 
relationship with God, make some life long friends and make memories that will 

last a lifetime.  
 

Leadership is run over three years, in the first year, or Stage One, an emphasis is 
placed on teamwork and leadership, the second year, or Stage Two involves a 
ósoloô in the bush, in the final year, or Stage Three, the participants spend time at 

a prayer retreat.   
 

So far, hundreds of Pioneers have been involved in Leadership, enjoying time 
spent with God, learning more about themselves, and making lifelong 
friendships.  Previous participants often talk about the Worship, atm osphere and 

caring environment that they havenôt experienced anywhere else. 
 

To start Stage One, you must be 15 years old.  If you are interested, tell your

Pioneer Leadership training is an opportunity for you to learn a variety of skills 

that you will find useful both in your future life in Brigade as well as in the 

community. 

You will meet and make new friends, renewing those friendships year after year 

as you return to complete another braid. 

 

In your first year as a pioneer you are able to do Preliminary Training only, 

but then after that you may do two each year of your own choosing.

Some of these Pioneer Leadership Training Courses are done over a weekend at a 

camp, (both in SE QLD as well as some regional areas) and some are done at the

When you have completed the work for your braid your Captain sends it in to 

the office where a certificate is issued and sent to her, which will be presented to 

you at a later date, (usually at a Church Parade) along with your colored bar 

which is sewn onto your sash.  This certificate can be used in your CV later on 

when you are applying for a job.

You could also give some of 

your time to do an activity, make an appearance, wear your uniform (formal or informal) or 

provide information at shows, parades and displays.  The Promotions Committee arranges 

some opportunities for you too. Events are advertised through the GB website and via your  

Captain.   (2008 entry) 

The major Show is the Brisbane Ekka where Girls' Brigade has 

competed in the Youth Exhibits in the Ag Hall. We create a display of 

fruit and vegetables following a given theme.  Each year the display is 

designed and made by Pioneers, as the competition rules limit 

participants to being under 25.  Designs must be submitted early each

Volunteers will be called for later in the year ɬ and of course there are 

benefits for you as a helper too in the form of free or subsidised entry 

to the Ekka with lots of time outside your shift on the stall, to explore 

and enjoy the rest of the Show. Watch out for details coming to your 

Captain later in the year. 

Companies and Divisions can also promote Brigade at local shows and parades.  In 2009 this 

included the Mt Gravatt Show, Hills Carnivale, Easterfest (previously AGMF) in Toowoomba, 

Beenleigh Show, Ipswich Festival Street Parade, and Carnival of Flowers in Toowoomba, 

Harbour City Street Parade and Spring Parade. Your involvement at these might be handing 

out balloons, face painting, marching, putting together a display or simply talking to passing
